IT'S WORLD DOWN DAY!
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Attendance:

The government recently published a document called, ‘The Link between attendance and attainment in an assessment year.’
he findings of the report come as no surprise and serve as a reminder of the importance of children attending school as often
as they can. We do, obviously appreciate that children get sick and need time off when very unwell.

The main findings fro the report are shown below.

e At both KS2 and KS4, the higher the 5% attendance band a pupil is in during the
assessment year, the more likely they were to achieve a successful outcome in
2022/23.

e At KS2, pupils who attended school nearly every day in Year 6 (with an attendance
rate of 95-100%) were 1.3 times more likely to achieve the expected standard in
reading, writing and maths compared to pupils who only attended 90-95% of the time.
This means missing just 10 days of year 6 reduced the likelihood of reaching the
expected standard by around 25%. Pupils who attended nearly every day were 1.8
times more likely to achieve the standard than persistently absent pupils who only
attend 85-90% of the time (relating to 4 -6 weeks more time in school).
